Tishôa BôAv (9th of Av) 

July 19
th
 is Tish’a B’Av commemorating the destruction of the 

Temples in Jerusalem. It is a day of mourning to commemorate 
the many tragedies that have befallen the Jewish people, many 

of which coincidentally have occurred on the ninth of Av.  

Tisha B'Av means "the 9
th
 (day) of Av." It usually occurs during 

August.  

Tisha B'Av primarily commemorates the destruction of 
the 1

st
  and 2

nd
  Temples, both of which were destroyed 

on the ninth of Av. The 1
st
  by the Babylonians in 586 

B.C.E. (Before the Common Era. Another way of saying 

B.C); the 2
nd

  by the Romans in 70 C.E. [Common (or 

Christian) Era. Used instead of A.D., because A.D. means 

"the Year of our L-rd," and we do not believe that Jesus is our 

L-rd].

A word of caution 

- To our families with teen age children or who are about 
to become teenagers, we would like to provide a word of 
caution.  

On May 7
th
 2010 Governor Jan Brewer signed SB 1266 

into law, which will go into affect July 1
st
 2010. This law 

makes it illegal for anyone less than 18 years of age to 
knowingly transmit by any electronic media sexually 
explicit images. Even if the sender and receiver are 
“friends”.  Penalties can be severe including fines and up 
to 30 days in jail. The goal of the law is one we can all 
support, but the unfortunate effect of the law, at least in 
the near term, will be to put large numbers of young 
people in contact with the juvenile justice system – and 
that result is far from ideal.   Since you certainly don’t want 
your children to be counted among the caught, you’ll want 
to make sure they understand how they should and should 
not behave online or in cell phone contact with others.
